Today’s major environmental problem
is pollution. It is the greatest threat posed
to humanity and even to the whole
biosphere. Pollution can be defined as any
‘Undesirable change in the physical chemical
and biochemical properties of the enivro-
nment.” All those substances which cause
pollution are called pollutants. Pollution
adversly affects us as well as other species.
The pollution of various resources has gone
to such an extent that we are unable to
breath fresh air and to drink fresh water.
The problem of pollution arose with the
very civilization of man.

Many scientists have tried to explain
the origin of the pollution crisis we face.
They point out that with more people there
is more sewage, more solid wastes, more
fuel is being burned, more fertilizers and
insecticides are being used to produce more
food for hungry mouths. Thus pollution
is a severe problem in technologically
developed countries. There are some who
would fault the economic system and blame
the profit motive and capitalism for
pollution. Thus pollution results from a
resource depletion but of place and out
of proportion.

Biological and physio - chemical pollu-
tion is encountered in almost all nations
of the world. From ecological point of
view, two types of poulltions can be
recognized - pollution involving biodegrada-
ble pollutants and pollution involving

nondegradable pollutants.

Biodegradable Pollutants, such as
domestic sewage, can be composed rapidly
by natural processes or by carefully
engineered system, such as, community’s
sewage treatment plant. Problem arises
when the input of degradable pollutants
into the environment exceeds the capacity
of environment to decompose or dispense
them. The problem with disposable sewage
results in general from the fact that urban
pollutions have grown much faster than
their sewage treatment facilities.

The nondegradable pollutants including
metals like mercury, (Hg), trace elements
of metals, steel and alluminium cans and
organic chemicals such as DDT, are
degraded only very slowly. Some of these
nondegradable pollutant accumulate as they
proceed along the food chain. As already
stated DDT persists in the environment
for years, it is transported through water
and air currents to all parts of the world
and concentrated in every food chain in
every ecosystem on the earth. DDT like
hydrocarbons are not very soluble in water
which usually contain only 1 to 2 parts
of pesticide per billion parts of water
but - they are soluble in fats. Aquatic micro
organisms absorb them in fats and oils.
Zooplankton feed on phytoplakton. Fish
feeds on zooplankton. Birds feed on fish;
thus concentration of toxic substances in
food chain increases which is known as




biological magnification.

The non - degradable pollutants, freque-
ntly combine with other compounds in the
environment to produce additional toxins.
The only possible abatement for such
pollution is expensive. Removal or extra-
ction from the enivronment life supports
system.

Due to pollution, may it be air pollution
or water pollution, the whole bio - sphere
is adversely affected. Due to which amount
of solar radiation, reaching the ground is
reduced, and produces turbidity in atmosphe
re. The reduction in visibility is mainly
due fo smoke and fog which often causes
serious accidents. Serious deseases like,
king cancer, bronchitis, emphysema, eye -i-
rritation, etc. In cattles the pollutants cause
fluorosis, plants are harmed due to
decreased ozone layer. Water pollution
causes diseases like cholera, typhoid,
dysentry, etc. In polluted water disease
producing entities like Entamoeba, histolyti-
ca, Ascaris, lumbricades etc.are present.
Due to Radio active waste aquatic plants
and animals get harmed.. They cause
ionization of various body fluids, chromoso-
mal aberrations and gene - mutations. Thus
affecting man through food chain, the
mercury relased by industries enter in
aquatic plants then in aquatic animals and
finally in human body which causes nervous
disorder.

Wild life is an
indispensable thing in the conservation of
natural resources and to keep balance in
the environment. In the developed countries,
this problem has been given attention on
all levels. They are taking measures to
protect enivronment. People are thinking
about environment courts which will give
judgements on the matter concerned with
environment. Environment courts should be
established in our country also.

The problem of pollution, imbalance
in the environment is going to be intense
in the coming decades. It is therefore. vital
forusto plant more trees before distaster
takes place. Planting more and more trees
can help us to eliminate the pollution
problem upto certain extent. Trees pure the air
we breathe in. The cooperation of the people
is very essential for increasing healthier
atmosphere in the country. The farmers
should be advised to plant more trees on




their lands, however small it may be.
Farmers are mostly dependent on the farm
produce and his economic condition rests
on the yield of agriculture crops. The
increased prices of chemical fertilizers and
other inputs leave low margin of net income
within agricultural crops. The only source
open to farmers is that all the cow dung
which is burnt as fuel or used for other
purpose should go to the farms. The farmer
should be advised to raise adequate number
of trees on their lands to meet their domestic
requirements of fire wood. This can certainly
be achieved through implementation of
forestry programme. The trees can be
planted on the periphery of orchards,
cultivated fields, along water canals, village
approach roads, compounds of farms,
buildings, schools, college. Every year |akhs
of plants are being supplied to the people
at subsidised rate. It is felt that proper
after care is not being taken by the people.
It results into the increased casualties. It
is therefore, stressed that apart from
planting, protection and after care is also
equally important.

In India half of the land is seriously
affected by water and wind erosion. [ndian
agriculture and industry depend upon
monsoon, as monsoon is the only source
to refill water reservoirs. Every year
displacement of fertile soil is estimated to
be around 6000 million tons a year and
this area is under agriculture. Huge land
slides which destory lives and crops
frequently. Trees are disappearing fast. And
at present the washing away of top soil
is a threat to agricultural productivity in
the remaining fields. So every precaution
should be taken to preserve this fertile
soil. And this could be achieved only through
successful implementation of farm forestry
programmes.

Forests in Future ?
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DEVALUARTION OF RUPEE

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Lately our financial position has become
very precarious because of economic
fluctuations; since last two years, either
in domestic economic conditions or the
image of India in International trade
fluctuations. Recent devaluation of rupee
by 20% is almost in one stroke speaks
itself about the instability of our official
currency in the international market.

Devaluation is a term referred to a
regime of fixed exchange value, while
realignment is used when a currency is
floating and is readjusted to realistic
exchange rates. In the other terms,
devaluation means making the rupee
worthless in terms of foreign currencies.
Like dollar, pound, Danish mark, yen, etc.
Such a step discouraged a number of
Indians, who were in touch with foreign
exchange. Because they have to pay more
rupees for acquiring same quantity of
dollars, pounds, Danish mark, etc. Automa-
tically, import prices will hike and help
to increase export. But does devaluation
really help to expand exports? Yes, it
will help to boost export. We have emperical
evidence since 1949 and1966 devaluations.
Apart from this we have also experienced
the same cause during three different
phases,

i) In the first phase in 1970, the real
exchange rate depriciated, which was
accompanied by booming exports. India
actually registered a trade surplus in
1976-1977.

ii) In the IInd phase, during the first half
of 1980’s the real exchange rate
stagnated and sometimes even apprecia-
ted. So, the result was a stagnation
of real exports too.

iii) In the Ilird phase during the late 1980’s
the real exchange rate declined again,
the result was anotherbooming exports.

If a country controls its inflation and
brings it below the global inflation rate,
devaluation will no longer be necessary.
The long term aim of the package involving
devaluation is to stop the wastage,
inefficiency and corruption. Countries,
'which are the best usually reach that positiom
because their exchange rate discriminates
against exporters and in favour of import
devaluation removes that bias. If devaluation
has some benefits and is helpful then why
are we now in a mess? Why rupee is
such a weak currency ? For five years the
rupee has depriciated and exports have
boomed. Yet we face the biggest Foreign
exchange crunch siribb. The answer is that
neither the exchange rate nor anything else
can save a country that persistently lives
beyond its means. The government ran up
record budget deficits in late 1980’s printing
notes merrily. This fuelled excess demands
which translated into excess import demand.
No matter how fast export rose in this
milieu, import rose as fast. To finance
its over spending the Government took
resource to foreign borrowing and its foreign




debt went up steeply. It also began taking
deposits from NRI’s (Non Resident Indians)
on a big scale, offering premium interest
rate. Finally, it began borrowing short term
money. This in turn led to a crisis of
confidence. Foreign banks stopped lending
money. Even NRI began with drawing their
deposits and Government found it had no
cash to meet these obligations. It faced
default on short term borrowings, which
would have led to an instant cessation of
all foreign credit. Instead of an inflow of
thousand of crores of credit, India would
have faced an outflow of similar magnitude.
Since, there would be repayments due but
no fresh loans. This would have meant
slashing import of every sort of raw material.

The exchange rate of any currency
reflects its purchasing power compared with
other currencies. Since inflation is higher
in India, the value of rupee keeps falling.
Besides, productivity rises much faster in
other countries and this also makes India
incompetant and the rupee weak. To
strengthen the rupee we must curb inflation
and improve our productivity.

The International Monetary Fund
(LM.F.) sanctioned loan to India for the
year 1990 - 91 under the Compensatory and
Contingency Finance Facility (C.C.F.F.) to
help the country to overcome its balance
of payment crisis. The bulk of the money
was taken for fiancing our ambitious Five
Year Plans and to start some big industrial
plants. Although the international loans are
granted as soft loans the interest amount
mounted up gradually and a stage will come
when just for getting money for paying
the interest amounts, we have to rush to
the international agencies for getting fresh
loans. Some opposition party leaders say
that there is a large scale wastage of currency
loans taken from the international agencies.
Because of inefficient executive control and
inefficient operation of industrial sectors
almost at all levels, working of the industrial

sector did not yield profits. This worsened
the financia! status of our country. Since
1970, due to large political upheavals the
Government of centre is unstable. Politicial
unstability results into weak control over
country’s industrial and financial progress.
So, policies were suspensive. This led to
rise in black marketing, drug traffing, labour
unrest and a high rate inflation. Our foreign
exchange reserve declined very fast during
the year 1991. The Government at centre
made feeble effort by selling a big chunk
of gold reserve of the country to European
countries. It actually worsened our financial
image in global economy.

The war between Iran and Iraq and
later on the gulf war between Iraq and
U.S.A. and other allied forces of European
countries had serious effect on financial
market all over the world. Arab countries
have monopoly in the market of natural
crude oil. So, theyhiked the prices. This
affected us very badly as this was a big
draw, drwan on our economy because of
low foreign exchange reserves.

Besides, during a time span of last
ten years, it is seen that the over all imports
shot up tremendously in comparison with
the exports. Rise in international oil prices
was not the only cause for this situation.
Indeed, the Gulf war affected us indirectly.
The large contingent of Indian technicians,
skilled and unskilled workers engaged on
various projects in Irag Kuwait and nearby
Arab countries, had to return home
suddenly. The inflow of foreign exchange
from the NRI's stopped abruptly and their
return to home land in flocks added
problems to our already weak financial
status.

Due to various factors stated above,
the value of rupee in International market,
had to be reduced continuously. Qur rupee
today is worth less than two paise, of
the basis of 1948’s prices. Apart from




the rupee devaluation Government has
prepared to follow certain other measures
in support of devaluation so as to impose
the economic crisis they are facing

a) Immediate changes to be made in sick
public sector units. All public sector
units will be subjected to stricter financial
monitoring.

b) Stringent measure to be adopted by
reserve bank curb on increase in lending
interest rates so as to disuade the
industries and institutions from borro-
wing new funds.

c) Change in import and export policies
SO as to give more boost to exports.

d) Control on expenses of various ministe-
ries of Central and State Government.

e¢) Promotion for measures of reduction
in petrol, diesel and lubricants, so as
to reduce overall consumption of these

items which need large amount of foreign
exchange for importing crude oil.

f) Policy changes for promoting agriculture

and agricultural products.

g) Exit policy to raise productivity and

employment by giving incentives to the
early retirements; such measures have
been followed by the central Government
with gradual improvement in the Finance
Fronts, which is rather expected and
essential, Let us wish the best for the
remedies adopted by our present
Government to improve the financial
situations and international reputation.
We all are looking at the silver lining
of dark cloud and are hoping that we
would get stable again and our rupee
will attain the place of pride in the
world money market. Rising sun brings
a new hope every day So the financial
future of our economy can not be
predicted but at least should not harm us.

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RABINDRANATH TAGORE::
LIFE AND CAREER

Rabindranath Tagore was born in
Calcuttaion 7th May, 1861.Tagore’s family
was not orthodox, it was enlightened. In
the familv almost everyone was interested
inart as well as inpolitics. Dwijendranath,
Rabindranath’s elder brother, was a
philosopher his another brother, Joytiri-
ndranath was an artist. Satyendranath, the
second brother was the first Indian to enter
the Civil service. His nephews, Abanindra-
nath and Gajendranath, were welknown
Indian artists. In such atmosphere, Rebi-
ndranath grew up where there was taste
for fine arts and political interest as well.
Free from clutches of orthodoxy, they were
much enlightened people.

Rabindranath’s  father was known as
‘Maha Rishi’ who was too busy to pay
attention to the child. Rabindranath was
looked after by his servants, who did not
allow him to go out of the house. Naturally
he wanted to live like a common child
but unfortunately he coundn’t. Tagore
himself explains that' here is the germ of
his poetry. He himself comments upon the
stage of life as not so happy period. All
those things resulted in nervousness. But
later on Rabindranath got rid of it.

His education began quite early. He
believed in self-education and never
bothered much about school - curriculum.
He was not happy with such education
which is compelled on the students. Later
on ‘he was educated by his brother,
Hemendranath. In 1878, he was sent to

London. But his stay at London was not
so hopeful. In 1880, he returned to India
and again in 1881. He was sent to England.
The conventional formal education was
never liked by him. He educated himself.
He was the lover of nature and he believed
that there is no greater teacher than nature.
Since his family was a rational one, he
learnt much from the home - discussions.

His brother Jyotindranath’s wife, Kada-
mbari Devi had great influence on him.
She was an enlightened lady. She was
interested in art and literature and had
progressive views. She was a sympathetic
friend and companion to the lovely child.
She encouraged him to write She was
an admirer of the young writer. She was
the first critic but at the same time she
helped him to be a confident writer. In
1875, Tagore's mother died and Kadambari
Devi cared for and looked after him as
his mother.

Rabindranath was a born poet. He
started writing when he was only seven
years old. His ‘Sandhya Sangeet’ published
in 1882 which was followed by ‘Prabhat
Sangeet’ which was published 1883.
Through the publications of these poems,
he launched his career.

In December 1883, he married to
Mrinalini Devi. Such domestic affairs did
not hinder his career. He was also the
secretary of ‘Brahmo Samaj’ in this period.
He also participated in the second session
of Indian National Congress. He was a




stern critic of Hindu Casteism, for which
he conflicted with many eminent personali-
ties.

Later on his father asked him to look
after their family estate laying scattered
in North Bengal and Orissa. He experienced
many things. For the first time he came
in close contact with the people of the
lower starta of the society and this was
the period of his deepest communion with
Nature. He tried for the development of
agriculture and proved to be a good
merchant. This experience, intimacy with
massess transmitted in ““Torn Letters’
where we witness his deep sympathy for
poor people. ‘Torn Letters’ contains many
passages of the best prose that he ever
wrote. In this period he wrote. ‘Chitra’,
‘The Baby’s Return’, ‘Chitraganda’, ‘Sonar
Tari’, ‘The Boat of Gold’.

With the year 1900 begins another
phase in the career of Tagore. It is a
period of pause. In the early phase we
witness spiritual quest through disorder and
conflicts. In 1896 he wrote ‘Caitali’.
‘Kahini’, represents the next phase in
Tagore’s poetry. Here he used many Hindu
myths and legends. It was the period of
romantic imagination. In his next work
‘Katha O Kahini’ (1900), Tagore steps
into the world of history and mythology.
Herosim, dramatic legends of nobility were
the characteristics of the work. While writing
‘Kalpana’ the moods were gay and no
varied themes were introduced.

With ‘Naibedya (1901) begins a new
phase in Tagore’s poetry. His soul turned
to God. We find smoothness in the
collection. He made a great experiment
at Bolapur. His father purchased certain
land where he built an Ashram, which was
called as ‘Shantiniketan’. Rabindranath
Tagore founded here his open air school.
It was a revolt against formal, stereotyped
education confined in walls. Tagore empha-
sised on artistic activities, such as, painting
and acting. He wanted the development
of all round personality of the student.

This school gradually developed in the world
famous University, Vishwa Bharathi.

In 1902, Tagore’s wife died, she was
a real partner of his visions and worries.
After her death, Tagore wrote a series
of touching lyrics, ‘Smaran’ which rese-
mbles Milton’s ‘Lycidas’ and Shelley’s
‘Adonious’.Here the poet mourns the death
of his wife. He also wrote some poems
for children called ‘Sisu’. After that his
daughter Renuka, died. But in spite of
these shocks he went on writing The
poet accepted it as a part of the rhythm
of life. In 1905, his father died. Tagore
took part in Swadeshi Movement. He
wanted to abolish innocence of the common
people about their rights, some people did
not like it and Rabindranath Tagore was
removed from the movement. But he, for
the first time, taught us that ‘Swaraj’ is
not to be begged but to be claimed as a-
right.

Rabindranath Tagore went to Europe
to acquaint with the ideals of his school.
Before ‘Geetanjali’, he wrote ‘Utsarga’ and
‘Kheya’. Next followed the trio Gitanjali
1910, Englished 1912, Gitmala, 1914, and
Gitali 1914. The English publication
ofGitanjali brought Nobel Prize and world
fame to the poet. The poets like Yeats
admired his Gitanjali. It followed ‘Balaka’,
‘Palatka’, ‘Purabi’, ‘Mahua’, ‘Banabani’,
‘Parises’ etc.

Calcutta University offered him docto-
rate. He also wrote poems, articles,
short - stories and plays. He visited many
countreis such as Germany, Italy, China,
Japan, and many other countries of Europe.

Many doctorates of literature were
conferred upon him by a number of
universities. On his 70th birthday. ‘The
Golden Book of Tagore was published.
Then he took part in politics. Gandhaji
called him the Great Sentinel that he
watched in an age of fading spirituality
over the great ideals of love, joy and
freedom’. In 1940, he was taken seriously
ill and on 7th August 1941, he passed
away. He was mourned all over the world.
