NCA Chairman Shah hits out at BCCI Secy

New Delhi : With the Indian cricket board (BCCI) doing little for
developing the infrastructure of the game for-over three years now, National
Cricket Academy (NCA) chairman Niranjan Shah has got into a tiff with
acting secretary Amitabh Choudhary over NCA.

Shah, who is disqualified as an office-bearer as per Lodha
recommendations, has written to Choudhary citing that the board has kept
a lot of issues pending pertaining to the NCA and questioned the
appointment of NCA's chief operating officer-(COO) Tufan Joshi.

"BCCI has intentionally avoided inviting me to chair recent meetings
of NCA and some important decisions have been taken in my absence, in
cluding appointing Tufan Ghosh as COO", Shah wrote. Ghosh assumed
office on January 2. Ghosh's appointment has put an uncertainty on former
India captain Dilip Vengsarkar's role as the director of NCA.
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
